(3) Are partnerships between the IHE and high need LEA and/or any other entity clearly evident and functional?

(4) Will the key points to be presented include goals, roles and responsibilities of partners, description of activities, evaluation plan/assessments used, and participant impact?

You will also need to prove two descriptions of your proposed presentation or poster session:

1) a 250-word abstract, and 

2) a one-page structured project description.

The 250-word abstract will be included with the conference materials. A reader should be able to identify your presentation goals and what they may be able to take away from the presentation from this description. 

The one-page structured project description following the headings below. 

Purpose of MSP project: Please describe, briefly, your project’s main purpose. This may include the goals of the project. 

Participants: Please describe the number and type of participants involved in your project. For example, 250 elementary school teachers from 20 elementary schools in one urban district. 

Project Description: Please describe the activities your project provides to participants. Details could include: time of activity, length of activity, focal topics, mode, and assessments. For example: The first year, teachers participate in an intensive two-week residential summer institute. Mornings are spent as a group in hands-on learning experiences taught by a higher education expert. During the afternoon, teachers work in small groups with higher education faculty to develop, fine-tune, and master hands-on science experiments which can be easily replicated in their elementary school classrooms. Teachers complete pre- and post-measures of science topics in which the faculty are experts. 

Project Evaluation Design: Please describe the research design being used to evaluate your project. For example: The project is being evaluated using a quasi-experimental design with a comparison group. Volunteer teachers are the treatment group. Each school was asked to provide a comparison teacher for any participating teacher. Comparisons are made between all participating and all comparison teachers. 

Project Findings to Date: Please describe the findings of your project to date, be sure to include data when possible. 

Project Successes: Please describe any successes which may help other projects.
